Department officials, immediately after the matter was brought to the attention of 

management.  

 

In addition, all municipal officials who’ve been physically reporting for duty at the 

headquarters will be tested.  

 

As a result, the municipal headquarters in Groblersdal will be closed for fumigation.

The offices will reopen on Monday 29 June 2020.
