This, the DCC was told was mainly due to the fact that, Covid-19 related deaths still stands 

at 08. And the total number of positive cases are 1662, active cases 587, with 1067 

recoveries.  

 

Regarding Frontline workers, the DCC has heard that currently there are 214 positive cases, 

18 are self-isolated and recoveries are 196. 

 

Regarding infections at mines like Thorncliff, Magareng, Mototolo and Hellena, it was 

discovered that all of them are complying with health protocols to combat Covid-19. And 

therefore, meaning that the rise in positive cases are community infections.

We have heard 

that soccer tournaments are still continuing in our district and we urge the police to clamp 

them down.
